




















Draw a picture of a character in your book and write down words to describe them.


There might be some words in the book to help you!





Find 3 examples where the writer uses interesting words. Copy them out and explain why you like them.








Write a review of the book.








Explain the main event in your story.  








Choose a character in your story and write a diary for one day in their life.








Write a letter as a character in the book to another character in the book.








Write a description of a character in your book.





Write down any new words you have seen in your book, look up what they mean in a dictionary and write it down.








Draw a picture of your favourite part in the book.








Create a WANTED poster for a character from your book.








Choose the most important events in the story and turn them into a comic strip.








Write your own blurb for the book.








Re-tell an event in the story from another character’s point of view.





Work as a group: Make puppets of the main characters in your story and act it out.





Create a new front cover for your book. Include a picture, title and the author & illustrator.








Write about your favourite part of your book and explain why you liked it.








Write about what happens at the beginning, middle and end of the story.





Write down 10 key words that are important to your book.  They may include: characters, setting, what happens.








Work as a group: Act out your story.








Choose a character in your book and write an acrostic poem about them.





Make up five questions you could ask someone about your book to check whether they read it carefully.








Write 5 questions you would like to ask the main character in your story.








Choose a part of the story to mime to a friend. Can they guess what part it was?





Predict what might happen in a sequel to the story. Write down what happens to each character.





Write down 3 good things and 3 bad things about each of the main characters in your book.








Write a summary of your story in 50 words or less.








Make up a word search or crossword based on words from the book.





Find 5 interesting words in your book. Find out what each one means.  Then use each word in a sentence of your own.





Draw a picture of one of the settings in your story. Where is this place? What happens there?








Give your book a score out of ten. Explain why you have given this score.








Use pictures to explain the order of events in your book. Label each picture.





Describe where or when the story took place.  Explain why you would (or wouldn’t like to visit this place.





Write down three true things about the story and three fibs.  Can you trick a friend?





Find as many connectives as you can in your book. Use 3 of them and write a sentence of your own.





Have you had a similar experience to a character in the story? Write or draw about it and explain why it was similar.








Choose any 10 words from the book.  Now put them in alphabetical order.








Make a table of adjectives, nouns and verbs in from your book.





Which character in the book did you like the most? Explain your answer. Do any of the characters in the book remind you of people you know? Who?








Draw a poster to advertise your book.








Draw a new ending for the book and write a few sentences to describe it.








Write a letter to the author and tell them why you did or did not like the book.
